A Word or Two about the What & How of these funds:   

First of all, it takes a lot of work & dedication to make the events 

happen, as we have seen with the races and the BBB ɀ a LOT!!  Also, 

keep in mind that the Petco employees are the ones asking for 

donations at the registers (& the managers decide which groups 

benefit at each store) so it behooves us to keep our relationship 

with the Petco folks a cordial and mutually beneficial one.   

Remember also that from the gross $$ taken in, whether it is from 

an event, the Petco register donations, or whatever; we get what is 

left AFTER expenses, etc. 

We cannot rest on our laurels here; it takes a LOT of cash to take 

care of the pets!  Our vet expenses run an average of $3500 or more 

per month.  So, we need all the help we can get, with fundraising 

ideas and volunteer efforts to make it happen!!

59% of our funds come from sources other than adoption fees!
